Fun fact/

Did you know . . .

that composer Leroy Anderson, amongst many talents,
also played the accordion?

Leroy Anderson entertaining fellow soldiers in the
U.S. Army Counter Intelligence Corps during WW 11.

It seems fitting in this holiday newsletter to shed
some light on this fellow accordionist given that one of
Mr. Anderson's most popular and recognizable composi-
tions is Sleigh Ride, first recorded in 1949 by Arthur
Fiedler and the Boston Pops Orchestra.

Leroy was born in Cambridge, Massachusetts in
1908 to Swedish immigrant parents. His mother, an
accomplished pianist and organist, taught him to play
piano as soon as he was tall enough to reach the keys.
In 1919 he began instruction at the New England Con-
servatory of Music and had begun composing while still
in high school. In 1926 Leroy entered Harvard Univer-
sity, graduating with a B.A. in 1929 and an M.A. Music
in 1930, studying with some of the great notables in

the music field, even to this day. Along his path of mu-
sical training, in addition to piano, Leroy learned to play
organ, trombone, double-bass AND the accordion. Itis
also interesting to note that in the 1930's Leroy also
pursued a PhD in German and Scandinavian languages,
which served him well during WW 11.

During his time at Harvard, Leroy directed and
wrote many arrangements for the Harvard University
Band, which ultimately caught the attention of Arthur
Fiedler of the Boston Pops Orchestra. Thus began a
long relationship between Leroy and Arthur Fiedler,
the latter encouraging the former to create original
compositions and debuting and recording many of these
works, to the success of both Leroy and the Boston
Pops Orchestra.

By the 1950s Leroy was considered the pre-eminent
American composer of light concert music. He started
composing Sleigh Ride in the middle of a heat wave,
when his family was on a summer vacation in 1946.
Other popular favorites composed by Leroy include
Blue Tango and Bugler's Holiday, to name only a very
few.

Leroy passed away from cancer in 1975. In 1976, he
received a star on the Hollywood Walk of Fame for his
contribution to the recording industry. Leroy's music
lives on in the many recordings as a staple of American
popular culture every time we “"Just hear those sleigh
bells jingling. Ring-ting-tingling too."

The Technique Corner

As Lynn Ewing promised in last month's Vice-
President’s column, she has prepared the following in-
teresting and helpful article on some useful instruction
from the Las Vegas convention. Thank you Lynn!

Properly positioning your Accordion

I learned a lot of things in Las Vegas, and one of
the important things was holding the accordion prop-
erly, in a workshop from Gina Branelli of the UK.

I have been playing the accordion since | was 7
years old, and have gotten very comfortable with how
I hold the instrument. However, various folks, includ-
ing Richard Yaus, Bob Smith, Mary Tokarski, John
Bonica and others have given me an inkling that per-
haps I should consider making some adjustments to my
positioning. I decided to take advantage of someone
who didn't know me well to try to learn this, as it can
be hard to accept advice when you've been playing a
certain way for years!

It is always hard for an old dog to learn new tricks,
but maybe some of you will find my new insights help-
ful, and also perhaps prevent some injuries. | found
this quite awkward at first, and embarrassing as well,
but very worthwhile!

Instrument Positioning - First, and most impor-
tantly, the instrument should be positioned so that the
keyboard is under the CHIN. In order to do this, 1
had to make drastic adjustments to my straps. The

left hand strap has to be very snug, and 1 had to take
my straps in to the shoe man to poke additional holes in
my left hand strap. Mary Tokarski mentioned that she
sometimes has to order two sets of straps in order to
get the left hand strap small enough for her.

Most accordions are very well balanced. The way to
get the correct positioning is to balance the accordion
bellows on the left thigh. Then, you should be able to
slip your arms into the straps, essentially without hav-
ing the accordion move at all. This way, the accordion's
weight will be off your shoulders and you will have the
keyboard under your chin. You will need to have some-
body hold the accordion for you so that you can adjust
your straps. The accordion should be more or less
straight up and down, not tilted to one side or the
other. For most people, the top of the keyboard
should be about level with the top of the shoulder. If
you have a long torso or a small accordion, you might
have to put the accordion a little lower.

When sitting, you should sit at a height so that your
thighs are absolutely level. Your feet should be flat on
the ground, about shoulder width apart. The keyboard
should lock into your right thigh, but not so far into it
that you don't have access to your highest notes. In
other words, the keyboard rests about an inch into
your thigh. You should sit on the edge of the chair, so
that your back is straight. Tucking your feet under you
or stretching them out puts pressure on your back, and
can cause injury.

Getting the correct positioning on both right and
left hands is easier when you have the accordion posi-
tioned this way. As everyone has told us forever, on
the right side, the arm and wrist should be straight out
from the elbow, with the shoulder relaxed, and the fin-
gers curved and resting lightly on the keyboard. The
left hand positioning was very tricky for me. | have
been playing my bass with 3-2 fingering forever. How-
ever, I discovered when playing Frank Morocco's lovely
music that my fifth finger was a problem. I never
really learned how to use it, and part of the problem
was that my left hand wasn't positioned properly on the
bass side. The bass strap should be approximately at
the wrist bone. To get the proper positioning, put your

hand through the strap and rest all 5 fingers in a row
starting with little finger on C, 4 on G, etc. and make
sure you can reach the counter bass row in this way as
well. Again, try not to cock the wrist in relation to the

The BEST positioning for
the left hand!

NOT the best positioning
of the left hand!

hand. Another thing that Gina suggested was that 4-3
fingering is really much better for playing, and keeps
the hand and wrist in a better position. This is not
something you can change overnight! It will be a proc-
ess of some months before 1 am able to accomplish
this.

When pulling the bellows, you need to pull back to-
ward your body rather than out into the air. The left
elbow is kept fairly close to the body, but not
crammed in, so that you have a full range of motion on
the bellows, and you have some support for the bellows
as well.

Good luck, and if you have any questions, please feel
free to talk with me at a meeting!
