Mr. Jacklich thrilled us with the classic American composition, On
the Trail from The Grand Canyon Suite (Ferde Grofé), complete
with harmonica-like tremolos and played out of meter to mimic
the gait of the mule ride down the narrow Grand Canyon trail;
