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It was a bright, sunny afternoon, perfect for Father’s Day! And, what could be more per-

fect to celebrate this special day than an afternoon with our featured performer, Kevin 

Solecki, who came to us via Zoom from Pittsburgh, PA.  

By the early age of 10, he was playing on radio and television stations in Detroit, and at 

17 he was already touring with a nationally known polka band, the Polka Family Band. 

Kevin is a Grammy-nominated recording artist who’s performed with many of the best in 

the business. 

Kevin wowed us today. Some pieces were old standards, others were modern pop or classics; all were performed with 

his unique modern, “bouncy” light style as performed on his Roland FR-4X. Kevin likes to play with bass sound and gui-

tar, along with multiple instrumentations, which makes his playing even more fun.  

Given his start in polka, Kevin opened with a Polish polka medley and followed with Pennsylvania Polka, both in tradi-

tional accordion instrumentation. Next Kevin performed a short Cajun-flavored song which he had composed, Cha Cha 

Boogie Woogie, a simple 4-line song using the piano sound; That’s Amore, as made famous by Dean Martin; Take Me 

Out to the Ball Game, using stadium organ sound; an energetic novelty piece called Trickling Keys; Crazy, made fa-

mous by Patsy Cline and written by Willie Nelson, using reverb; Indifference, using musette, and finally Magnante Boo-

gie, composed by Charles Magnante. 

Kevin next performed an Armed Services medley, a collection of official anthems of 5 branches of the US military, in 

recognition of Flag and Independence Days: Marines’ Hymn, The Army Goes Rolling Along, Anchors Aweigh, the Coast 

Guard’s Semper Paratus, and The U.S. Air Force Song (aka Wild Blue Yonder). Officially, there is a set order to the 

songs, which historically has been determined by when the service was established. Kevin performed them out of or-

der, however, for the sake of consistency in chord progressions and keys. The official order is Army, Marine Corps, Na-

vy, Air Force, and Coast Guard. Our Club is privileged to honor its veterans; thank you for your service to our country!  

Next was Blue Streak Polka - Kevin’s fingers flew over the keys! - followed by Theme from the Godfather, flute treble 

with reverb guitar bass; Santa Lucia; Rosey Posey Polka, written by an accordionist; and a Mexican song named Cielito 

Lindo, complete with trumpets and guitars, played in mariachi style. 

Next, Kevin brilliantly performed Czardas, again using piano instrumentation; a French musette song; Mancini’s Baby 

Elephant Walk, using synthesizer sound; Speed the Plow, an Irish folk song, performed in a plucking banjo bluegrass 

style; a Cajun-style song; a jazzy version of Blue Skies; The Flight of the Angels, an accordion standard; and Tea for 

Two, using brushes, snare drum, ride cymbal, piano and saxophone. Finally, Kevin performed one of my personal fa-

vorites, Charles Magnante’s Tantalizing. Not surprisingly, having received a “virtual standing ovation,” Kevin per-

formed an encore, Pietro Frosini’s Hot Points.  

Kevin’s performance was sensational, and we hope you enjoyed this Father’s Day treat! He maintains an active per-

forming schedule, which at its peak included 600 events a year - really! Nowadays, he’s still active (e.g., a 3-hour per-

formance earlier today, prior to our event). Kevin is also the proprietor of Carnegie Music in Pittsburgh where he is an 

authorized Roland dealer (he performed on the Roland FR-4X for us) and even offers his own personal accordion 

brand, Solloni, custom built in Italy to order. For more on Kevin, his songs, downloads, and other information, please

Transform Lead Sheets into Melodic Music  
By Laura Niland 

Lead sheets express only the treble (right hand) music notes for accordion. You will often see a short-

hand chord notation (ex: Cm = C minor) written above measures to indicate your left hand performance. 

But these lead sheets are missing LOTS of things that a composed piece of music will display. For exam-

ple: there is no indication of what register to play ( clarinet, bassoon?) nor is there any expression nota-

tion ( p, f, ff, or crescendo, decrescendo, or accented notes or even staccato notation). As a master of 

fact, with all of that missing, your music is just kinda…. BLAH…. Yes just BLAH! No expression, no dynam-

ics, NADA, nothing. So what should you do?  

First go online and listen to a recording of that piece by different artists and begin to mark YOUR lead sheet with the 

dynamics. Realize that you will need to ADD an introduction, an ending, transitions, key changes or even adjust the mu-

sic because measures are left out. Sometimes the chords are wrong too, so you need to adjust for that.  

To make a lead sheet more appealing, you will need to work on it and experiment. It’s always best to compare what 

you see to a recording of the piece. Adjust your music to bring your performance to a higher level and it will be more 

appealing to the audience too.  

At first, this may seem daunting, so I suggest trying this in small steps. Determine an introduction you might want in 

order to open the piece. Play the repeat in a different register or octave. Try to change the tempo or style of music. 

Does it always have to be 4/4 time? Can you play a piece with 

a latin beat instead?  

All of these explorations improve your playing performance. 

Look carefully at your next lead sheet and take on the chal-

lenge. Play it at our next meeting!

Cory Pesaturo on Accordion Aspects of Yankovic Movie

Cory Pesaturo, 3X World Champion (Acoustic, Jazz, Digital) accordionist, gives historical, facts, and expresses personal 

comments about the filming of last year’s free on-line movie, Weird: The Al Yankovic Story starring Daniel (Harry 

Potter) Radcliffe and a cameo of Al Yankovic (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=XRYaNh__uHw ) 

A majority of the behind-the-scenes accordion tunes, including Roll Out the Barrel and Helena Polka were performed by 

Cory. He admitted that the “weirdest” thing about this movie is his playing the polkas and noted that “Everything in my 

career is not to play this [polka]… Life is total irony.” One of the 

horrific vignettes that Cory commented on is the movie dad’s 

abusive treatment of the accordion. Find Cory’s name at the 

end of the film in the main credits as “Featured Accordionist.” 

This is the only movie I know of that highlights the accordion in 

a plot. [Ed. note: there is also Polka King, featuring Alex Meixner 

on the accordion]. You can stream Weird: The Al Yankovic Story
