The
first music of the day was by our own Reno Di Bono,
the "Ttalian Accordion." Reno is extremely popular and

and with his
groups.

find!

Sometimes with
vocal, sometimes
with just accordion
(and his favorite
onhe - a Sonola
556), Reno per-
formed solo today,
playing many of the
popular Italian
songs we know and
love, as well as some French ones: A/ Di La, Return to
Me, La Seine/Pigalle; Sous Le Ciel de Paris (Under
Paris Skies), Song from Moulin Rouge, C'Est Magni-
figue, The Poor People of Paris. Then the popular tango
from "Scent of a Woman," Por Una Cabeza and another
tango (Italian), Chitarra Romana. After Inamorata,
Reno got the audience singing along with the ever-
popular Volare.

Reno Di Bono

Reno has a warm and friendly presence and style
that make anyone feel right at home. He is also one of
the kindest, nicest guys you could ever meef.

Stas Venglevski and his beautiful wife Roza Boris-
ova came to the US in 1992 and settled in Wisconsin.
They are now US citizens. Stas plays all styles of mu-
sic, and he is a prolific composer as well. Roza is an
accomplished, world-class cellist who teaches and per-
forms worldwide. And they both are just delightful

and humble people.

Stas started of f playing solo. He absolutely brought
the house down. Among the many fabulous pieces Stas
played was the classical Asturias from the Chants
dEspagne suite by Albéniz, originally written for piano,
sounding even better on bayan with a full organ sound
and lots of very tasteful bellow shakes. Russian Winter
was a theme with variations. A "mystery piece" was the
Trepak (Russian dance) from Tchaikovsky's Nutcracker
ballet. Then: an original piece by Stas, Musette Ca-
price, a French-style waltz, followed by three short,
fun pieces, called collectively the "Carnival of Animals:"
The Cat's Ball (with "Meow" in just the right places),
Cock Fight, and Mice Party Polka. Adorable!

Stas explained that [
originally, the bayan was
strictly a folk instru-
ment, and far smaller
than today's concert
bayan such as Stas was
playing. His bayan has a
very wide range of
notes, which go beyond
the range of the piano
keyboard in both direc-
tions.

Stas finished his solo

performance with another of his compositions (and one
of Roza's favorites) Summer Sunshine.

Marian Kelly and Lynn Ewing then joined with Stas
to play another Stas original, Autumn I/lusions, a waltz
that morphed, in places, into parts of Flight of the
Angels. Sharon Greyhosky joined the group, which
then became a quartet. Together they played one of

Lynn Ewing, Sharon Walters-Greyhosky, and
Marian Kelly (Shalymar) with Stas receiving much
earned applause!

Stas' original pieces, Musical Shenanigans, with a
shout-out of "Oh Yeah!" Really cute. Then Stas' ar-
rangement of the French Cartoon Polka, which was
hilarious, with Stas playing the piece (very fast), and
the other three players hitting a loud chord now and
then, including the final chord--pretending that the
other three, instead of Stas, were the "main event." I
was laughing so much I could hardly write.

After the very yummy lunch break, Lorenzo Luc-
chesi received his scholarship certificate and ad-
dressed the audience with a big thank-you for the
scholarship. You're welcome, Lorenzo!

Next we heard Stas and Roza together, and they
were amazing, on Bayan and cello. They started of f
with a Gavotte by David Popper (19th Century), then
Vocalise by Rachmaninoff--sort of melancholy with a
theme running through. Stas played a solo piece: Crazy

Musette. Together they played a tango-sounding piece
with some nice plucking of the cello, and ending with a
delicate vibrato. The title was Latin for "Alice."

Practicing Tips and Technigues!

Practicing—the road to perfection!
By Lynn Ewing

As I listened to Mary Tokarski & Joe Smiell at the
April Musical Meeting, it occurred to me that I would
like to share some helpful tips that I have received
from them on that universal bugaboo - practicing!

Mary gave a wonderful workshop on The Art of
Practicing at the Frank Marocco Accordion Event of
2008. I have also had the wonderful learning experi-
ence of hearing two excellent workshops from Joe
Smiell's son, Joseph Smiell Jr, at Galla-Rini Camp on
practicing, and many tips from Joe Smiell during our
rehearsals for the Accordion Chamber Ensemble
(ACE). The following is my synthesis of ideas from all
these excellent musicians, so I will not try to isolate
who said what at every point. These ideas help me or-
ganize my own practicing and that of my students so
that practicing doesn't feel so overwhelming!

As many of you know, I am a busy musician. I play in
two wonderful ensembles, AbsolutAccord, and ACE. T
also play as a duet & trio partner with Marian Kelly and
Sharon Walters-6reyhosky, and participate whenever
I can in festival orchestras, such as at Galla-Rini Camp,
the Las Vegas Accordion Convention, the Marocco Ac-
cordion Event, and the upcoming ATG Celebration. It is
a little daunting to try to figure out how to fit all this
in o a reasonable amount of practice time, never mind
any solo work I dream of.

Tt is universally agreed that routine is essential.
Figure out when, where, and how long you have to prac-
tice, and then schedule it. None of us is ever able to
get what we feel is sufficient practice, so it is essen-
tial to figure out something realistic and stick with
it. If you can practice one hour three times a week, or
5 days a week for 30 minutes, put it on your calendar
& DO it! Joseph also says - distinguish between your
practice time and your playing time. It's important to
Jjust sit down and play for your own enjoyment when
you have the chance, but if you want to improve, you

must make efficient use of your practice time.

It is my own strongly held belief that shorter and
more frequent practice sessions are more effective
than a marathon 2 % hour session once every two
weeks, but these are all individual decisions, and life
does happen, no matter what your best intentions. So
be proud when you are able to follow your plan, and
don't berate yourself when you can't. The important
thing is to have a plan.

One thing that Mary said which has helped me im-
mensely is deciding how to tackle this "so much music,
so little time" issue. Figure out how long you have to
practice, and then divvy it up, one third of your time on
exercises, scales and technique, one third of your time
on new material, and one third of your time on review-
ing your repertoire. This forces you fo prioritize your
work - you cannot do everything at once, and you must
make some choices.

Joseph Jr. suggests that your warm up/technique
time can be used more effectively if you add a musical
concept to your scales, arpeggios, exercises & sight
reading! (Don't forget that sight reading is something
that needs practice as well') Add something like a dy-
namic, an articulation, accents, or tempo & timing varia-
tions. Remember that your bellows are the heart of
your sound, and do not neglect them in your practice.
Look, listen & feel as you play - you are making music,
not just playing notes.

When practicing new material, tackle your most dif-
ficult problem first, when your concentration is at its
highest. Isolate your problem and concentrate on the
smallest part possible - one or two measures, one
phrase, one beat, even one or two notes! It is important
to practice slowly, even excruciatingly slowly, so that
you must think really hard. Clarify what your stumbling
point is - a repeat, a fingering issue, a key change, a
bass leap, a chord - and then, try to play it perfectly 5
times in a row. I always thought three times was
enough, but after hearing this suggestion from Mary, I
have been shocked to discover that the fourth time

through, the mistake often reappears!(*#*!*!) Once
your trouble spot is mastered, make sure that it is
linked in by playing the transitions a couple of meas-
ures before and after the frouble spot.

Sitting down and playing a piece through from be-
ginning to end and then doing it again over and over is
not an effective use of practice time. Mistakes will
haunt you forever, especially if you make them repeat-
edly. Go very carefully at the beginning. Devoting
prime time to your trouble spots will pay big dividends
in performance. It is also helpful to focus on the be-
ginning, the end, and then the rest of the piece - when
the beginning and end are secure, it builds confidence.

Remember that you do not have to play your entire
repertoire through every time you practice - make a
list of your repertoire, and rotate your selections so
that you cover your repertoire once a week or so. It is
not uncommon for accordionists to have 15 pieces that
we “almost” have down. It might be time o take those
pieces one at a time and put them into your “new mate-
rial” slot, and get those trouble spots fixed so that
you can put them into your repertoire section with
confidence. Remember that you work to be perfect,
but in performance - you take what you get! As Peter
Di Bono says - Real Music is Live!

Thanks so much to Joe Smiell, Joseph Smiell Jr.,
and Mary Tokarski for their inspiration and instruc-
tion!

Thank you Lynn for this thoughtful and very helpful
article. Whether having heard some of these sugges-
tions for the first time, or being reminded of what
effective and efficient practice is, I know they can
help us all improve our practice habits and make sense
out of what sometimes feels like stumbling around in
the dark.

As I look over our list of member's, I notice a lot
of you have email addresses, and that tells me you
have computers.

Won't you consider receiving your newsletter via
online distribution, thereby helping to save the club
money, helping to save the environment and helping us
reduce the number of volunteer hours it takes to
stuff, seal, address and stamp each newsletter we
have to send through the United States mail? At the
same time, you will be doing yourself a favor—you can
view the newsletter in color, you can print the newslet-
ter (for those who still like to have something to hold
onto), and on your color printer—guess what?—your
copy will be in color too! You also will have ready ac-
cess to back issues of the newsletter—no more hunt-
ing through stacks or behind the sofa to find that
back issue with the article you wanted to re-read. You
can download the newsletter to your computer for
ready access at any time, or log into our website and
retfrieve any issue since December 2009.

I have received great feedback on
how easy it is and smoothly it works. One member has
commented, because of the color, that they enjoy the
newsletter more online than they did in black and
white (note that black and white accordions are OK).

Take a test drivel

thing works the same.

To take the test drive, type or cut and paste the following
web address into the address box of your internet
browser (e.g. Explorer or Firefox), and press the enter
key:

A dialogue box will soon display asking you to enter a User
Name (or ID) and password. For this test drive only, for
the User Name, type in randallh and for the password,
type in valerie. Press OK. (Please note the User Name
and password are case sensitive—so be sure to use all low-
ercase letters.)

Next a page will display with a listing of the available
Newsletters (in the demo there will only be one). Click on
the link SFCA-June 2009 NL.pdf.

In 10 to 75 seconds, the file should display on your moni-
tor. If you receive a message about Adobe Acrobat
reader being required, you will need to download the soft-
ware, but it is free and the message will instruct you
where and how to do so. From then on you'll always have
this useful tool for reading any file in PDF format.

To enroll, it is as simple s letting me (Randy Hicks) know
by email at: hickrO1@sprintmail.com. There is no deadline,
you may enroll anytime. Once you are enrolled, I will con-
firm that you can successfully view the newsletter online
before removing your name from the newsletter mailing
list. We will continue to send you a newsletter through
the mail for a month or two, so you won't be suddenly cut
off. You will continue to receive any other mailings from
the club as usual. Lastly, if you enroll and find that it isn't
working for you, you can contact me again and resume re-
ceiving the newsletter through the mail.

If I still haven't convinced you to sign up, I welcome feed-
back as to why you still might be hesitant, and T am always
happy to answer any questions you might have about the
process.
