Matt makes his home in Cincinnati, Ohio, sharing his 1890 Victorian with
his wife Danielle, their Chihuahua Doo-Dad, and a 1952 Kaiser DelLuxe.

One of our newest members is Joseph Ernest Martin. Joseph started playing the accordion around age 9, with accordi-
on teacher Anita Gunther of Chico, California. Joseph stopped playing at about 16 years old. For the next 47 years he
didn’t really play at all. But last year he reconnected with his accor-
dion and re-discovered he loved playing. Joseph lives in Oakland
now. His accordion is a Grand Vox made by Columbo Accordions,
and he has his mother’s accordion, a Galanti, which his uncle
bought in 1948 in Italy. Joseph is currently taking accordion lessons
with Lou Jacklich in San Lorenzo.

In his work career, Joseph is a graduate of California State Universi-
ty, Chico, with a BA in Communications. He has worked for such
companies as Apple, Sun Microsystems, and Magic Johnson; and
has won over 70 design awards for his work in graphic design and
marketing, including international awards. Joseph is the author of
the award-winning books Quest Tarot and The Compass Guide to
the Quest Tarot, available in 6 countries in five languages. He is the
winner of the Visionary Award of Excellence; and has done professional psychic work for over 30 years, doing presenta-
tion and workshops at the largest metaphysical events on the West Coast.

Well, if so, you had best
take his advice!

Don’t Be A Drag

by Mike Zampiceni

Is your playing a drag? Your playing could be a drag if you’re holding down the
basses longer than they should be held. This is known as dragging bass syn-
drome. Some folks even lengthen their chord buttons so that both the bass and
chords are draggy. Generally though, the usual transgression is to hold down
bass buttons too long.

Generally, basses should be played crisply. Think of them as too hot to touch,
and their articulation should be just about right. If you have a bass line with all
guarter notes, are both basses and chords being held down for the same dura-
tion? They should be. Otherwise, your playing may be a drag for all those who
listen to you.
