The SFAC is so pleased to welcome this month’s Featured Performer: veteran accordionist, performer and teacher, Mr. 

Lou Jacklich, whose career spans 75 years! Lou began his accordion studies in 1935, at age 7. He was inspired by hear-

ing his father, Louis G. Jacklich, and his uncle Rudolph Jacklich  playing the instrument. At age 11, Lou played solo ac-

cordion with the National Institute of Music and Arts annual junior musicians’ concert, comprised of 5000 pupils from 

the West Coast and Canada, at the Golden Gate International Exposition on Treasure Island. At age 14, Lou made the 

life-changing decision to become a professional accordionist; the only job he would ever hold. When he was 16, Lou 

was offered a teaching job (making house calls) with 30 students in the SF Bay Area. He drove to his teaching jobs. 

Lou’s career as a professional accordionist was also established at age 16, when he joined the Musicians Union in order 

to play the Orpheum Circuit (vaudeville), starting in Portland, OR and then moving southward along the West Coast. 

During high school he did a lot of USO entertaining. At his high school graduation, he performed Galla-Rini’s arrange-

ment of Gershwin’s Rhapsody in Blue. 

We are thrilled to return to live meetings this month! When our Board undertook discussion as to who might 

be our featured performed to mark this glorious return to true sociability, in one minute we realized it could 

only be the Maestro, Mr. Lou Jacklich. Yes Mr. Lou, It had to be you, wonderful you! The Maestro has been 

working on a playlist, do not miss this event! 

Mr. Jacklich has taught so many past and present members of the SFAC that we may as well consider him the 

Club’s Godfather. We will also be resuscitating the Accordion Circle format for this meeting. As you know, 

there were technical issues with playing as an ensemble using ZOOM, so we were confined to only streaming 

people present in the same room. Well, roll out the barrel, we'll have a barrel of fun, we've got the covid 

blues on the run! Let us thank club member Pamela Tom for her wonderful biographical piece on Lou Jack-

lich, the man and his music, below. 

Lou Jacklich’s Life in Music:

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In his college days at San Francisco State College (now San Francisco State University), Lou studied counterpoint, theo-

ry, conducting, and psychology of music. Some of the other instruments he studied included piano, organ, trumpet, 

clarinet, saxophone, violin, steel guitar and drums. His knowledge and skills were great assets in writing arrangements 

for his combo. The combo was booked for radio, clubs and USO tours throughout the country. He also arranged some 

of the music for the Jacklich School of Music bands and backup orchestras for his electronic accordion act.

Lou established the Jacklich School of Music in the early 50’s. The School had its own informative monthly newsletter 

which featured a photo of the School’s building and a visible sign. The building’s front had musical notes for an inscrip-

tion: “The richest child is poor without a musical education.” The fence in 

the background was painted to look like a keyboard! The house had an 

upstairs where Lou and his first wife lived. Teaching and band rehearsals 

occurred downstairs. Posted outside on the sidewalk was a double-sided, 

flat, plastic embossed sign that was a replica of his Pacific accordion with 

“Jacklich School of Music” written across. Below the large replica was a 

custom-made (expensive) reader board that featured messages (e.g., 

“Band Tonight,” “Accordion for Sale,” etc.). As a small business owner he 

joined the Rotarians in 1956.  

The year 1960 was especially busy for Lou who, at age 32, had spent half 

his life as a professional accordionist. He recorded his first dance music 

album called Scandinavian Festival Album with the Pete Jensen Combo for 

Vi-tones Records. The Combo also rec-

orded Scandinavian Festival Album No. 

2 and another album, Music from the 

20’s. These albums were cut by Capitol 

Records of Hollywood. 

In 1960, Lou’s artistry ventured in a 

new career direction. To his knowledge, he was the first electronic accordionist 

west of the Mississippi. His electronic unit was a major investment ($3000) that 

branded his career as a pioneer on the electronic accordion. Lou owned a custom-

ized La Melodiosa accordion with 43 treble keys, 140 bass buttons and the Lovell 

organ attachment. Lou arranged over a dozen popular and accordion standards into

a 17-minute musical act. As one of the world’s first electronic accordion artists in the early 1960’s, Lou’s career soared 

on a fast track. The public was so amazed with his performance on the electronic accordion that they thought there 

was a record inside the instrument. Lou had many requests for a record album. In 1962 he released his solo LP album, 

Lou Jacklich Plays via Capitol custom label records. He was probably one of the first accordion artists to record and sell 

an album ($4 monaural and $5 stereo) following his act.  

Lou was the bandleader in 1948 of the Sloan-Tones which went on 

tour for about two years. His college courses were a great asset in 

writing arrangements for the combo that were booked for radio, clubs 

and USO tours throughout the country. Later in his career he also ar-

ranged the music for his accordion school orchestras and adult com-

munity band. In addition to Lou, the combo included: Charlie Sloan 

(clarinet), “Sam the Man” (bass), and Dale Sloan (trumpet). They imi-

tated the Ernie Felice sound. This photo was taken at the Mardi Gras 

night club in Oakland. They did floor shows with Scatman Crothers 

(actor and musician) and Phil Ford (vaudeville performer, musician, 

and comedian). The big song in those days was Pinetop’s Boogie. 

The Jacklich School of Music had a float in 14 parades during the 

1950s and earned trophies at each parade, from Salinas to Rio Vista 

(including Marin County, San Mateo, Alameda, San Juan Bautista, and 

other cities) in northern California. The float (partially made of foil 

and wood) was adapted for the parade’s theme. In the photo, Lou 

Jacklich is the player on the left standing by the pumpkin. If kids 

wanted to be in the parade, their incentive was to take lessons during 

the summer which helped with student retention. The students wore 

hand-sewn uniforms. Boys and girls had the same style puff-

ballooned sleeves gathered at the wrist (for freedom of playing) 

made of gold satin fabric. Everyone wore black shoes. Girls had black 

skirts and boys wore black pants. Students memorized the music be-

cause there was no room on the float for music stands.  

As a community service, Lou Jacklich volunteered to found 

and direct the International Adult Accordion Band in the late 

70s in Hayward, CA. The band had 25 adults and rehearsed on 

the 3rd floor of the International Delicatessen on B Street. 

Colette (Downs) Ogata (front row opposite the conductor’s 

stand), her brother Gerry (to Colette’s right), and Casey Ogata 

(percussionist, not pictured) were in the band at the 1981 

Pleasanton County Fair (in this photo). This popular band 

played several venues in the East Bay. Their uniform was 

white tops and black bottoms. With baton training from col-

lege, Lou adroitly conducted during rehearsals and perfor-

mances.  

Mr. Jacklich has taught over 1,000 accordion students; students continue to seek him as an instructor. Semi-retired, he 

continues to teach and perform. His students range from college age to retirees. Some students live out of state and 

study with Lou via SKYPE lessons. His YouTube channel with recent performances and excerpts of lessons on his acous-

Nicholas per-

formed 2 pieces: Parade of the Tin Soldiers (Jessel) and Our Director (E. Bigelow). Both were flawless and testimony to 

Nicholas’ hard work in studying accordion. Well done, Nicholas, and we hope to see you again as you advance your 

studies! 

Next was Lou LeBrun. Always a trooper, Lou presented her terrific performance of 

The Man I Love, one of George Gershwin’s masterpieces, followed by a novelty 

piece Cha Cha Doll (Mindie Cere). Lou is passionate about her music and loves to 

entertain and today was no exception. Thank you, Lou! 

Next, Sergiy Turchyn, performed El Choclo (Palmer Hughes arrangement). Well done, Sergiy, please 

return with more! Rosemary noted that both Sergiy and she are students of Mike Zampiceni. 

Next, Scott Anderson performed two beautiful medleys on his magnificent accordion, prefacing each with a vignette 

about the composer. He opened with Für Elise. Composed by Beethoven as a love song for his 18-

year-old student, it was found in his desk 40 years after his death and has since become one of his 

most popular compositions. Next was Prelude in A Major, composed by Chopin, who died at age 39 

of tuberculosis. His love interest was the female French writer who wrote by the name of George 

Sand. Scott has visited Chopin’s grave in Paris. Scott, both were very well performed, and thank you 

for the fascinating historical vignettes! And, or course, let us all give thanks to your teacher, Mr. Lou 

Jacklich. 

Laura Jean Niland performed a beautiful Spanish tune, Contigo Arendí by Armando Manzanero. 

Thank you, Laura, it was lovely! Perhaps we can find a vocalist to accompany you on the equally 

beautiful lyrics to this song. 

Pamela Tom performed 3 pieces on her Sonola Rivoli accordion: the beautiful Melody in F (Anton 

Rubinstein), followed by her own arrangement of You Raise Me Up (originally composed by the Nor-

wegian-Irish duo Secret Garden, with music by Rolf Løvland and lyrics by Brendan Graham). Often sung 

on Mother’s Day, American singer Josh Groban is well-known for his performance. Finally, Pamela per-

formed a rousing edition of the pasodoble España cañí (“Gypsy Spain” in Spanish, written by Pascual 

Marquina Narro), featuring an arrangement by Lou Jacklich). Thanks Pam, you were terrific! 

Nora Mazzara performed several songs including: Besame Mucho (incredibly, written by a 

Mexican teenager), accompanied by her Chihuahua CoCo! Next, Nora performed Malaguena 

(Ernesto Lecuona), complete with its complex bass solos, followed by Just Say I Loved Him, a 

beautiful Neopolitan song of a broken heart (Songwriters: S. Ward, R. Falvo, M. Kalmanoff, J. 

Dale, J. Val).  

Nora recited some of the lyrics from this famous song:

It is my pleasure to donate my family’s Hohner Atlantic IV N Deluxe accordion to the San Francisco Accordion Club. 

This accordion was a gift from my late father to his sister (my aunt) many years ago; after she passed away a few years 

ago her son gave the accordion to me, closing the circle, as it were.  

My father and his siblings were born in China, and my aunt and her family lived in China until 1979. During the Cultural 

Revolution (1966 – 1976) my aunt and her family were considered to be members of the “bourgeoisie,” so my aunt was 

sent to work on a farm in the countryside so that she could be “re-educated” (as were the other members of her fami-

ly). Life on the farm was primitive, and hard work; I am told that she was able to avoid the most burdensome work as-

signments because she played accordion in the evenings for her fellow farmwork-

ers. I don’t know if she played this actual accordion when she was on the farm 

(the accordion looks pretty darn clean) but in any event an accordion, maybe even 

this one, literally provided relief for my aunt (and her fellow farmworkers) in a 

difficult situation! That is a real example of the power of music, and the power of 

an accordion. 

I am delighted that the Hohner accordion will once again be making music and 

promoting appreciation of the accordion!
