Gail Campanella has performed for accordion clubs around 

the country, including San Francisco, Silicon Valley, Orange 

County, San Diego, Las Vegas, Phoenix, Chicago and Washing-

ton DC, as well as the 2013, 2017, and 2021 Cotati Festivals. 

She is a member of the Accordionists and Teachers Guild, Intl. 

and the Los Angeles Accordionaires Orchestra. Gail partici-

pates as bass player in Stas Venglevski’s Houston Accordion 

Orchestra as well as bass and conductor in the Rose City Ac-

cordion Camp. She has also been guest artist with the Santa 

Barbara City College Jazz Band and the LA Symphonic Winds. 

From the moment Gail uncovered the contents of an unusual 

black suitcase in the basement of her farmhouse, she was 

drawn to the accordion. She started lessons at the age of 10 

on her mother’s 1930’s accordion. By age 14, she was teach-

ing and taking lessons in Denver. 

Gail majored in piano at Loretto Heights College while contin-

uing her accordion studies with Robert Davine at the Universi-

ty of Denver. After graduation she taught music in the Denver 

Public Schools and played honky-tonk piano on weekends. Gail studied the Orff and Kodaly methods of music 

education and received certification in Orff-Schulwerk. 

Currently, Gail’s focus is to introduce the accordion to children in the Santa Barbara Elementary Schools. Stu-

dents receive weekly instruction on loaned accordions, free of charge. She is hopeful that “Accordion in the 

Schools” will continue this September for the 6th year. 

In addition to having private accordion students of all ages, Gail teaches beginning piano to young children in 

Santa Barbara's Yellow Bird Music Studio.

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The 32nd annual Cotati Accordion Festival was a rousing success and so much fun! Our Club 

had a very visible presence in La Plaza park, with lots of schmoozing going on. The Cotati Ac-

cordion Festival (CAF)  is known for its world-class accordionists; its polka and zydeco dance 

tents; its jam tent; and its tons of vendors selling artwork, clothing, jewelry, and refreshments. 

Anyone with an affinity for the instrument simply must attend the CAF to see 

what it’s all about, it’s considered a rite of passage in the accordion world.  

The buzz at the SFAC booth consisted of those cute little (and some not-so-

little!) accordion figurines for sale, as well as assorted sheet music and accordion-themed 

books and magazines. There was so much outreach happening, with new people asking 

about the Club and even some other people stopping by who had past connections with 

us. For example, a woman named Caroline told us her grandmother (born in 1919) had 

belonged to the Club and she remembers sitting next to her years ago as she played her 

accordion. That would be Agnes Lampe. Another gentleman came by to tell us that he 

remembered going to Club meetings long ago, around the time the name 

changed from the Bay Area Accordion Club to the San Francisco Accordion 

Club, its original name from the 1910s. That would be Larry DelCarlo. Jerry 

Keifer mentioned that years ago he had heard that Frank Morrocco was 

going to play at the Festival and he told his wife “I gotta go hear him play!” 

-  and he has been attending nearly every year since. Still another person 

stopped by to ask us to help him remember the name of his accordion 

teacher from some 50 years ago in San Francisco – alas, we could not.  

Paul Cain was at the booth with his 8-bass Hoehner when a very small child named 

George tapped him asking “is that your accordion?” Paul didn’t skip a beat and gave 

George a chance to give it a whirl (see photo). This is a not-yet-3-year-old who was 

drawn to it. His grandparents said he is drawn to just about any musical instrument he 

sees, so we can hardly wait to have him on the student stage in a couple of years. 

Armed with a 12- bass, Rosemary offered a couple of other youngsters a chance to 

press a few buttons, press keys and make some sound. If nothing else, it provided the 

parents a great photo-op and may have "planted a seed". 

A special thanks to all the volunteers who assisted in running the SFAC booth, including Elaine and 

Robert Cooperstein, Rosemary Busher, Thomas Seiter, Pamela Tom, Natasha Lyukevich, Colin Kennedy, 

Joseph Martin, and Colette Ogata as well as anyone else that stopped by to say hello and lend a hand.

The event took on a logic of its own, as Lou DiMaggio (yes, he is relat-

ed to him) and Mario Pedone – who had not played for a year and a half “for no reason” – stepped up to 

play some unrehearsed duets. 

 Later Friday night, something of a CAF tradition, an entourage gathered at Volpe’s in Petaluma, where 

Dave Noferi and his colleague Chris, of the Los Angeles Accordionaires, played for us. 

 Saturday night lots of SFAC people and fellow travelers dined at Cibo Rustica Pizzeria in Santa Rosa, to not 

only eat and drink but enjoy fabulous performances by Steve Albini, Cory Pesaturo, Paul Betken, and 

Tracey Collins.

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 The 2023-24 Membership Drive will have begun by the time you read this. Although none of the Board members 

can even remember the last time dues increased, we have certainly noticed the increased cost of running the Club. 

The inflation’s biggest impact has been on (a) the cost of printing & mailing newsletters to Club members who opt 

to receive it that way (more than $2 per issue); and (b) the rental fee for our in-person events at Milbrae’s Chetcuti 

Center, which is going to practically double compared with what it once was. The membership renewal form we 

just mailed details a realistic and we believe modest increase in Club dues. 

 For the first time ever, our September meeting, which presents the great Gail Campanella, live at Chetcuti and all 

the way from Santa Barbara, will be OPEN ACCESS. You can share the ZOOM link you will receive with anyone you 

like, to increase awareness of our Club. This one-time-only arrangement is also our way of thanking you for your 

support as we begin the annual renewal drive. 

 Confronted with this large rental fee increase for Chetcuti, the Board has begun discussion of possible changes in 

our frequency of in-person meetings, a possible change of venue, or both. If you happen to be aware of a venue in 

the Bay Area to consider, please let someone on the Board know about it. Remember, it would have to feature 

easy parking and be in an attractive, safe neighborhood. 

 We receive relatively frequent requests from the public to suggest Club accordionists available to play at various 

events. Well, SFACers, who amongst you would like to throw your hat in the ring to have your contact information 

forwarded when these requests come in?

BEHIND THE BELLOWS 
Documentary Video Now Viewable in High Definition

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We received a very short unsigned note that long-time SFAC member Mr. Ken Chambers had 

passed away. I was very saddened to hear that, although I had never met him, and wondered 

what I could learn about him from internet searching.  

I learned that he was 75 years old and married at the time of his death. That Ben Creed, who 

played at Cotati in 2019, had taken lessons from him in the 1990s. Ben played for the Bay Ar-

ea Accordion Club (BAAC), the former name of the SFAC, in June 1999. On that occasion he 

was followed on-stage by none other than his teacher, Mr. Chambers, whose “rare perfor-

mances on his Giulietti free bass accordion were relished”.  I learned that two other students 

of his, sisters Mari and Amierose Bonnici, also played at the Bay Area Accordion Club, in May 1999. That Ken said in a 

letter to a Club member that he would be appearing in Cabaret in summer 1996 at the Santa Rosa Jr. College Repertory 

Theater. He wrote: “Theater performance is fun and always rewarding as it brings the accordion sound to literally thou-

sands of people.” Ken was the featured player at the BAAC meeting of January 1996, and the program writeup said he 

“got up on the stage and quietly blew our accordion straps right off us; his encore was Dizzy Fingers”. I have also had 

the pleasure of hearing Maestro Lou Jacklich play this piece. And finally, particularly salient as the SFAC redoubles its 

effort in several ways to get more young people going on the accordion, supporting scholarships where we can, I came 

across this letter written by Mr. Chambers in 1996 to the Editor of the BAAC:    

In Memory of Mr. Ken Chambers

 Lasting Legacy 

A totally new project, still in its infancy, is beginning to take shape under the leadership of SFAC member Laura Jean 
Niland. Her aim is to introduce the accordion to children and young adults at various workshops in Texas. Innovative 
Accordion Music Productions (IAMP) will be putting instruments to good use at schools, churches, and community 
events. It's what you might call accordion advocacy in action, and the SFAC Board of Directors will be very excited to 
see this project come to fruition. So much so, we decided to use scholarship funds toward a brand new Hohner Bravo 
48 bass accordion. It will serve as an SFAC lasting legacy and will be adorned with a plaque featuring the Club's name 
to acknowledge our Club members’ donation to IAMP. We are thrilled that Laura and her dedicated team can take on 
this big job and hope to see a similar effort here in Northern California! Detailed information and bios can be found at 
the link below. It's a well-thought-out plan that includes a curriculum under the direction of an experienced educator.

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August was a banner and roller-coaster month for Lou Jacklich, West Coast elec-

tronic accordion pioneer in the late 1950s, teacher and performer for nearly eight 

decades…and still at it! 

August 2023 started with a guest solo appearance at the Silicon Valley Accordion 

Society monthly meeting (generally first Sundays of the month) at Christ Episcopal 

Church in Los Gatos, CA. He delighted the audience with a technically elite program 

of his outstanding original virtuoso jazz standard and classic arrangements of Sum-

mertime, Misty, Bumble Boogie (Jack Fina’s 1946 adaptation of Rimsky-Korsakov's Flight Of The Bumblebee), 

Holiday for Strings, Hungarian Rhapsody No. 2, and one of his signature pieces, A Tribute to George Gershwin. 

Lou’s Gershwin tribute piece features the theme of Rhapsody in Blue, accented with woven hits including The 

Man I Love, ’S Wonderful, Bess You is My Woman Now, An American in Paris, Summertime, Fascinating 

Rhythm, and I Got Rhythm. (A version of this piece recorded some 4 years ago can be viewed on YouTube at 

https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=ImdNx2RLZGo.) 

Known for creatively composing original tunes on 

the spot with notes suggested by audience mem-

bers, Lou dazzled them with four notes made in-

to a flirtatious melody using a wide range of ad-

vanced accordion skills. 

A frequently invited guest artist at the Annual 

Student Scholarship Fundraiser Concert, the 

opening program for the annual Cotati Accordion 

Festival, this year Lou was sidelined by an illness, 

from which he is recovering well. The 2023 sou-

venir program for the Festival included a full page 

announcement of the SFAC’s $500 Student Schol-

arship in honor of Mr. Jacklich. On the Cotati 

main stage, before hundreds of attendees, Elaine 

Cooperstein (SFAC Board Member and one of 

Lou’s students) announced the scholarship and 

paid tribute to her teacher; she also presented 

the scholarship to Nicholas Plasichuk. 

Towards the end of August Lou Jacklich was sur-

prised by some of his students with a group 

SKYPE chat to celebrate his 95th
 birthday. Stu-

dents wished him well and shared favorite anec-

dotes of his drawn from countless experiences as 

a performer. A favorite story during the call in-

cluded the gig he once played at a nudist colony 

(he refused to follow the norm, When in 

Rome… ). Jane Tripi performed her jazz interpre-

tation of Happy Birthday.
